The idea of a Posada comes originally from Central America,
probably from Mexico and may go back to the late 16™ century. The
word ‘posada’ means ‘inn’ or ‘shelter’ in Spanish.

The idea is to use the time of Advent when we prepare for Christ’s
coming at Christmas, to welcome Mary and Joseph into our homes
and remember the time they were trying to find a place for Jesus to
be born in Bethlehem.

precedes them on the list. They will welcome the visitors, provide
simple refreshments (tea/ coffee + biscuits/cake) and then hold a
short act of welcome.
